INITIAL PLACEMENT
Ninth grade initial placement determination made in spring of eighth grade year:
o  Geometry or Integrated Math 2- Student has completed Algebra I or Integrated Math 1 with a C or better.

e Integrated Math 1 (A/B)- Student meets 3 of the placement indicators.
e Integrated Math A- Student meets 2 of placement indicators.

e Integrated Math A with Math Fundamentals- Student meets 1 or less of the placement indicators.

PLACEMENT VERIFICATION
Student placement will be reevaluated within 30 days of 9" grade year

9" Grade Math Placement Indicators (including but not limited to)

Initial Placement Indicators (Spring of 8" Grade Year)

1. Program Diagnostic Test:
a. Integrated Math 1 (A/B): Scores and 850 or higher
b. Integrated Math A: Scores a 700-849
c. Integrated Math A with Math Fundamentals: Scores a 699 or less

2. Grades:
a. Integrated Math 1 (A/B): B or higher in previous semester
b. Integrated Math A: C in previous semester

a. Integrated Math 1 (A/B): Scores with Meets or Exceeds Standards
